New Library Update

The Prairie du Sac Village Board has ap-
proved a capital contribution of $750,000
towards making renovations and relocating
the library to its future home at 540 Water
Street.

A timeline for when the library will make the
move has not yet been determined. While
the building has been wonderfully cared for,
some renovations to the building will be re-
quired before the library can move to its new
home. Renovations such as the addition of
an elevator are necessary to allow the build-
ing to make a transition from offices to a
public library.

Currently, a feasibility study is being con-
ducted to elicit feedback on the project and
to help direct the campaign to raise addi-
tional funds.

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June’s Book Review

An Echo in the Bone by Diana Gabaldon

This is the much anticipated seventh
volume of the “Outlander” series. Author
Gabaldon continues the story of
eighteenth century Scottish highlander
Jamie Fraser and his twentieth century
wife Claire Randall.

Jamie, former Jacobite and reluctant
rebel, is sure of three things: the
Americans will win the Revolutionary
War, he has no guarantee of survival,
and he must not come face to face with
his son, a lieutenant in the British army.

In the twentieth century Jamie and
Claire’s daughter Brianna and her
husband Roger have settled into a
historic Scottish home. There they find

letters left by Claire for them to read in
the future. The fragile pages tell of
Jamie and Claire’s flight from North
Carolina to the high seas and on to
England and Scotland.

The novel is best when it's about Claire
and Jamie’s lives. It’s like reading about
old friends. The historical detail is
interesting and the characters engaging.
Be warned, there are quite a few cliff
hangers near the end of the book.

Also in the series: Outlander; Dragonfly
in Amber; Voyager; Drums of Autumn;
The Fiery Cross; and A Breath of Snow
and Ashes.
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
