Remarkable Creatures by Tracy Chevalier

This novel is about two real women, Mary
Anning and Elizabeth Philpot. The story
begins in Lyme Regis on the southwest
coast of England in 1811.

Elizabeth has just moved from London
with her two sisters. Their newly married
brother can’t afford to support them in the
city. Elizabeth and her sisters, all in their
20s are already considered “spinsters”.

Mary Anning is poor, just a girl, daughter
of a cabinet maker. The two are brought
together by chance and their mutual love
of fossils. One day while searching for the

Mary discovers a large fossilized skeleton.
It's a dinosaur millions of years old. The
religious community is upset. The find
puts into doubt the belief that the world is
three to four thousand years old.

In the 1810’s women who found fossils
were considered ‘hunters’, not scientists.
Several male scientists owe their careers
to Mary’s finds. Charles Darwin’s insights
are partly founded on Mary’s discoveries.
If you enjoy reading historical fiction and
learning new things besides, this book is
easy to read and has interesting
characters.
