Building Committee Update 
The Library Building Committee continues to explore 
options for the library s future home along the Wisconsin 
River at 540 Water St. next to the Blue Spoon.  Re-
cently, the committee has met with professional fund-
raising consultants to explore  fundraising considera-
tions for the project.  A fundraising feasibility study is 
currently being considered.  It would involve assessing 
community feelings, support and concerns regarding the 
project.    If pursued, this process would be a useful tool 
to guide campaign efforts. In addition to evaluating the 
amount of money the library might realistically expect to 
be able to raise for the new building, a feasibility study 
will help to identify important information that might im-
pact the campaign and specific strategies to make the 
campaign a success.
