A total of $1.19 million has been given by
our community in support of the future Ruth
Culver Community Library. The goal is to
reach the $1.4 million needed to complete
Phase 1 of the project.

With less than 4 months to reach the fund-
raising goal, now is a time that individuals
wishing to support the new library can make
a big difference. The building committee
approved an extension through 12/31/10 to
allow for the continuation of fundraising.

Preliminary plans for the future Ruth Culver
Community Library are available at the li-
brary and at www.pdslibrary.ord. Pledge
forms to contribute towards the project are

also available online and in the library.

The building committee will meet in early
January and is expected to make a recom-
mendation for which library plans to pursue
based on the funds raised by the end of
2010. A timeline will be more certain at that
point.

The Village of Prairie du Sac has already
generously contributed $750,000 in support
of the project; please thank them for their
support.  An additional request has been
presented to the Village Board to consider
additional funds ($600,000) towards this
project. If approved, this additional funding
would provide for additional space beyond
Phase 1 which would help the new library
last longer and be a more cost-effective
space—especially with the currently low
bids. If you support this request, you are
encouraged to attend the Village Board
meetings on Tuesday, October 12 (Capital
Projects will be discussed) and November
23 (public hearing and final vote). Both will
be at 7 PM at the PDS Village Hall.
