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New Library Approved!

The renovations to create the Ruth Culver
Community Library will soon begin! On Au-
gust 23, the Village Board voted unani-
mously to award the bid to the lowest bid-
der, Miron Construction.

Many cost savings options were explored
and implemented in order to get the project
back within the budget after bids came back
higher than estimated. One of these in-
cluded changing the design of the driveway
by moving it only as far as needed for the
addition (rather than to the other end of the
municipal lot as originally hoped).

Features of the new library will include addi-
tion seating, computers and more room for
the collection along with a community meet-
ing room, study rooms and a quiet reading
room (provided in memory of Allan S.
Cramer).

An additional $50,000 is still needed to com-
plete the project.
